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Minutes of the AGM-9 held on 23 May 2010 at the community centre,
Kendriya Vihar.
1.0 The ninth Annual General Body Meeting (AGM-9) was called to order by the
Secretary at 1025 hrs after the invocation. The requirement of quorum was satisfied
with 72 members having registered for the business of Annual General Body (AGM-9)
meeting .He also conveyed the apologies of the President Shri. Narayanan, for not being
present in the AGM-9 as he had to go out of the country urgently.

2.0 The members of the General Body expressed their condolence at the demise of
the following members.

3.0 The Vice- President, who presided over the meeting welcomed the members and

-=  —out lined the limited mandate given to the present MC, and staied the same as-having
been fulfilled. He requested the members to assist in transacting the business in a
friendly & cordial manner. He also requested the members who desire to express their
views to go over to the podium and address the AGM one by one. He also informed the
members that for the first time, the statement of Accounts for the completed financial
year (09-10), 1s being made available in the month of May itself and is being tendered
in this AGM. Text of his address is at Annexure 1.
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4,0 The Secretary of the MC presented the annual report for 2009-2010, already
communicated along with the Notice. In addition the Secretary also reported the various
measures taken by the MC to stall the decision of postal Dept. to close the PO at KV. In
spite of the same, the CPMG expressed her inability to continue the PO at KV as the
functioning of the PO is not economically viable.

Even though some minor clarifications were given, there was no major
discussion on any of the points in the annual report. However many members expressed
their opinion that MC should initiate action- including legal action against the de-
faulting members who have not paid the LTRIF and other dues.

5.0 As the financial statement was received only on 18 May 2010 from the auditor, the
treasurer sought the condonation of the house for having not mailed the same to each
member along with the notice. The treasurer presented the audited financial statement
for the year 2009-2010 and clarified the doubts raised by the members. The accounts

were passed by the AGM.
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6.0‘ ‘The treasurer presented the Budget Estimate for the year 2010-2011. Certain
anticipated expenditures were explained to the members and the same was passed by the
AGM. |

7.0 The treasurer proposed the name of Shri. Balasubramanian as auditor for the year
2010-2011, the audit fee being Rs. 12000/.He also sought the approval of the house for
a sum of Rs. 24000/ for getting the accounts of KV for 2010-2011done. Both the
proposals were approved by the members.

8.0 Discussion on the points raised by the members:

There were three representations from the members. Dr. .Eicharyav (D-6/70), Shri.
Srinivasan (B-2/169), & Mrs. Jayam Anantharaman (D-6/20) had given their points.
Since Dr. Acharya & Shri. Srinivasan were not present, the house decided not to take up
their points.

8.1 The issue of calculation of maintenance charges as per super built area in terms of
Karnataka Apartment Act 1972, was raised by Shri Anantharaman. Shri. HT
Krishnamurthy, B2/269, was of the opinion that the maintenance charges paid by “A”
and “B” blocks are higher and that paid by “C” and “D” blocks is lower. He suggested
to take a legal opinion, if needed, on the implications of Karnataka Apartment Act1972
and advocated to switch over to (register our Association under) Karnataka Apartment
Act 1972,

The Secretary drew the attention of the house to the proceedings in the AGM held
in2003, wherein Sri:-Jayaprakash the Advocate who drafied and. got the Registration of
our sale deed done had explained the difficulties in registering our Association under
Karnataka Apartment Act 1972.According to him,

e A competent authority has to be appointed by the Govt. which has not been done so
far.

o A deed of declaration has to be jointly signed (by CGEWHO, & all the owners) and
filed.

In the absence of competent authority this is not possible. Further he explained as
to why the registration was done under Karnataka Societies Act and how it was proper
and legal, The said explanation was accepted by our Association and it has been our
official stand since then. However if any member can study KAA 1972 in detail, liaise
with “competent authority” and suggest a practical proposal to adopt the said Act in its
totality, the same is welcome. After discussing the advantages and disadvantages of the
proposal, this august body can give an approval for the same. All of us (the association)
would be happy if the thorn in our flesh is removed. Till such time stressing on few
sections/clauses of the KAA1972 in isolation may not be proper and may lead to legal
complications. If possible, the next MC may also study the matter and put up a
comprehensive proposal to this august body to consider the issue. Shri. Anatharaman, a
consultant to Manthri group volunteered that he would coordinate with the committee in
resolving the matter.

82 Shri. Anatha raman also brought to the notice that erratic two wheeler riders are
removing the barrier near C-8 and causing inconvenience to the people who walk. The
Secretary while taking note of the same informed that the issue of having a 2nd drop-
gate there is a long pending one, and hoped the residents will realize the sense of
community living and adhere to self- discipline as to not cause in convenience to the co-
residents. His request for employing a dhobi from out side was acceded, subject to

security check.

8.3 For any other point from members, Sri. Sankaran (B4- 306) presented a paper on
the need for levying Parking Charges for the vehicles, parked in KV Shri. Mannar
informed the house that in KV Hyderabad a sum of Rs. 2000/-p.a.is being charged from
those who do not have a parking slot and we may also ascertain from other KVs. There
were many other members who were of the opinion that some kind of charges is to be
levied for the parking slots — call it by any name. The secretary replied that the matter of
levying parking charges is there already in our bye-laws: but not implemented due to
some objections by some members in 2004. However he opined now it requires a
through study especially when in one of the letters (in CGEWHO web site) talks of
including the value of open parking slot for registration in Bangalore. He requested the
next committee to look into the same.

8.4 Some members desired provision of ATM and/ or an extension counter in KV.
The exercise was already tried once. As the banks require a minimum quantum of
business and as our entry is restricted to outsiders it is not possible to any bank to
operate them.

9.0 Atthetequest of the Vice- President the Réturning Officef Shri gﬁéf&hmed took
the chair and read out the details of 20 nominations filed and cited reasons for the
invalidating 3 nominations. As there was no withdrawal, within the stipulated period, he
considered and declared all the 17 members as having been elected unopposed. He read

out the names of those who stand eclected, as members of the new Management
Committee.

Introduction:

The restructured Management Committee of the Association assumed office on December
13, 2009 following the SGM held on the same day. The events leading to the restructuring
has been documented in the minutes of the SGM already circulated to all the members.
The committee will be demitting office at the end of AGM-9, following the election of a
new Management Committee. As instructed by the SGM, the AGM for electing the new
MC is being held on May 23, 2010 (before end May). During its tenure the Committee has
carried out its duties diligently, primarily concentrating on day to day running of the
complex facilities. However, none of the approved works or the works initiated by the
earlier committees have been stopped or put on hold. e

3. Tenders for various contracts had been floated prior to the assumption of office by the
restructured committee and the quotes were available. The tender committee headed by the
Vice President evaluated the quotations and duly selected the contractors. It so happens that
the existing contractors won all the contracts both because of the prices quoted and their
familiarity with the work to be carried out. It may be noted that in most cases there was only
one quotation, The evaluation criteria included assessment of the contractors' performance so

Only minor changes to clarify certain works have been made.)

Water Management:

4. As of now the Kaveri water supply by BWSSB meets the KV requirements for water. The
" T BWSSB: is going to hike the water rates and consequently the Water Charges in KV also has
to be increased. In fact even now we are barely managing to pay the BWSSB bill out of the
Water Charges, Qur water consumption per head is rather high (above, established standards)
and the water bill is mounting. Unless the residents exercise restraint in usage of water, we
may have to introduce rationing and or limited hour supply in order to escape the penalty that
BWSSB is threatening to impose on people wasting water. Already the new tariffs proposed

penalize consumption above certain quantity by charging very high rates.

5. Further the ground water level has gone down substantially. Only three bore-wells are fully
operational and others need varying levels of repair, Some of these repairs may be expensive.

Environment:

6. The ambiance of the complex had come in for much praise from visitors, prospective
tenants and non resident members. The. arboriculture and conservancy staff had put in
excellent efforts for proper upkeep of the garden and lawns. This- -year also KV won prizes in
the Republic day and Independence Day Competltlons conducted by the Mysore
Horticultural Soc1ety However, of late the grass.in the lawns is dying - a natural happening
because of aging, we are told. Efforts are on to relay the grass and also replant hedges prior to
and during the coming monsoon. However, one major issue is that with the increased
occupancy and number of children using “the lawns as playground, it i5 becoming very
difficult to maintain the lawns. It is imperative that parents cooperate wnth the arbonculture
and secilrity staff to keep the children from spoiling the lawns.

7. The existing arrangement ‘of Blocking-‘the‘ exit point of Raj Kalwai at KV.and pumping out
the accumulated rain water- from- the drains seem to be working in normal rains and the
flooding of the-complex is under control. However, some flooding does happen if there is a
heavy down pour. A permanent solution would involve deepening the Raj Kalwai, NH-7
shoulder drains and the culvert under NH-7. The problem of flooding in KV has been taken
up it several levels and hopefully a solution'would emierge in not too distant a future.

Major Mzintenance:

8: The 250 hours maintenarnce work on' the DG set was' carried out. Due to the frequent and
long power failures, DG set is running considerably longer hours. The STP motor pumps had
to be repaired and impellers changed to make them' effective.  Two totors in the pump house
were rewound. Just to reiterate earlier statements, wh:le we, arq managing to keep the
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equipment (like, the DG, pumps, lifts etc.) operating, because of ageing, the requirement for
maintenance and part replacement in equipment is increasing.

9. Twice major electrical breakdowns inside the complex occurred. On one occasion, the joint
leading to the transformer near D5-B3 had to be replaced by BESCOM. The_re. was a power
outage for almost 24 hours. On another occasion, it was a simple fuse blowing off in the
transformer near A 1, but BESCOM took nearly 18 hours to carryout the repair. These are
being high lighted only to point out the enormous efforts that have to be put in to get the
services of public authorities (even from generally well run unit like BESCOM).

10. An alternate/standby power cable running from the gate towards Al along side the East
and South compound wall was finally repaired. The cable belongs to BESCOM and became
faulty almost six years back. Several representations to BESCOM over the years to rectify the
cable did not bear fruit. Ultimately driven by the two bad experiences cited above, the
Association got the repair done on its own.

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11. In order to save electric power, the community hall electrical bulbs are being changed to
CFL lamps as and when any bulb fails. An experiment was carried out to change the road
lights also with CFL lamps. But the available high wattage (90Watts) CFL lamps do not seem
to be very reliable. Hence, it-has been decided to continue with the sodium vapour lamps till
more reliable high wattage CFL bulbs are available in the market.

12. The painting of the iron fencing over the compound walls has been completed. The
electrical transformers have also been painted. The road bumps have been repainted for better
visibility. The iron structures over the transformers are heavily corroded and hence the
painting of these have also been taken up.

13. A project to bring the level indicator signal from all the overhead tanks to a central place
(D6 Stilt) has been undertaken and is expected to be completed shortly, This will provide the
information and sound alarm about water overflow at one place for the pump house staff to
take necessary action to switch off the pumps.’The problem of rats cutting off the cablesis a
major problem in implementing this project.

Land acquisition by NHAI for widening of NH-7:

14. NHAI has notified through news papers that they will be acquiring additional 10 meters of
land on either side of the existing NH-7 and'this means KV will be loosing some land. K.V is
likely 70 loose the area from the main gate to aboiit 10 ineters inside? The main entrance arch;
the gates and the sécurity cabinis will go and we have to get the switch board near the entrance
shifted in side. We have filed our objections in writing giving reasons. We were given an
opportunity efface to face hearing also, wherein we were told that the decision to acquire our
land is final and formal notification will'be issued shortly. Now it is only a question-of how
much compensation we will get. The compensation will be fixed by official valuers.

Entertainment and Welfare:

16. The Entertainment and Welfare sub-committee organised the Republic Day celebrations and
conducted a small cultural programme along with the Ladies Club. The Ladies Club continued to
function effectively and conducted several useful programmes. An eco club to increase the
awareness of the K.V residents on the issues relating to environment also started functioning.

Other welfare measures:
17. An Aurvedic clinic started functioning in the community hall complex.

Fire safety system:

18. As a part of the work related to chute cleaning the fire tanks, motors and the hydrants were
checked. Two motors had to be repaired. Inspection was carried out at all the fire escape stairs
for any obstruction. Residents are requested not to lock the stair case doors and also not to leave
any objects on the steps and landings. Regular inspections are being carried out.

Certain Problem Areas:

19. A constant problem in our complex is the non-observance of simple rules of community
living by residents. These include the improper use of chute, allowing pet dogs to commit
nuisance in the common areas and not cleaning the same, letting them to constantly bark,
littering the roads, lawns etc. throwing garbage from higher floors directly on to the street ete.
One of our members had a providential escape from a heavy wooden plank thrown from the
‘higher floors of B4. Resident Members are requested to strictly follow the relevant rules and
other Members are requested to ensure that their tenants follow the rules. It is sad that this
matter had to be brought out at every AGM and several notices had to be put up frequently.
This situation does not reflect well on the culture of the residents in K.V. '

Leakage Issues

20. The leakage from the apartment one above an apartment has been a perpetual problem.
Many owners/residents in KV have solved the problem by mutual cooperation as envisaged
in the bye-laws. But there are certain cases where the cooperation is not forth coming and this
leads to very difficult situation. The resident/owner living in the higher level apartment
should realize that the leakage problem the resident/ owner down below faces is very severe
and could lead to damage to the entire structure. It is also a health risk. It is imperative that
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the resident/owner living in the higher . level apartment 0ffer§ ’.full cooperation. ."[:heh
Association can intervene only to the extent of bringing the parties t-og_ether and advising
them to follow the bye-laws. Some residents/owners want the Association to carryout the

repairs using the corpus fund. This is not possible and the bye-laws (which are binding on all
parties) are clear on this.

Parking ,

21. One of the major and growing problems of KV is the parking of two wheelers and -fou_rk '
wheelers. The Association and hence the owners are loosing a great amount of revenue
because of the absence of parking fées. Many. residents and in some cases outsnc!ers are taking
unfair advantage of the situation. There is no,complex in Bangalore where parking is allowed
free. The parking fee issue needs to be addressed urgently, fairly and equitably to prevent a
real crisis. o

" 22. The LTRIF-1 WQl:kS were completed by July/August, 2009 and the report on the same had

been provided to the AGM-8. However, some works had, not been taken up due to want of

funds. These are: .

1. Exterior wall painting including crack filling, repairs of eight Blocks, STP etc,
painting of windows (Window.still is not accessible from.in side the Apartment.

2. Re clamping and plumbing repairs. .

3. Plinth protection and approach path repair to 7 Blocks / Bldgs.

4. Change of wooden letter Boxes to metal Boxes. '

For the above work the estimated cost was given in AGM 8 held on 4™ Oct- 2009 as
Rs. 57.00 L. Even though AGM -8 accorded its apprgiv_al, the collection from the
members is at a slow pace. Till 15 Apr 2010 only a sum of RS 14 L has been
collected. The MC requests that all members to effect the payment immediately so that
the work could be completed early. As decided by AGM-8 the last date for full payment
is April 30, 2010 and beyond this date, late fee charges are applicable. The exterior

CLARIFICATIONS REGARDING VOTING
The provisions in the Byelaws regarding voting rights are as follows:

"Each owner has the right of one vote, if he is otherwise eligible under the Byelaws, on the

. basis of "One dwelling unit One Vote".

This voting right can be exercised in person by the owner. Alternatively any one of the joint
owners can exercise this right with the written consent of the first owner,

"No apartment owner/joint owner shall be entitled to vote in'the election of members of the
management committee or any other office bearer or be entitled to stand for election for such
office or take part in any of the meetings/proceedings of the Association if he/she is in arrears
as at the end of the quarter for which the contributions, subscriptions and maintenance or any
other charges' as specified by the management committee are due”

The provision in the Bye-laws regarding Proxy voting is as follows: "One dwelling unit One
Vote" and this vote shall be exercised IN PERSON or by a proxy duly authorized by the
owner of a dwelling unit” (Chapter V Para 3). An owner can authorize a proxy to exercise his

voting right. This proxy could be- any individual, whether another owner, another co-owner,-

a tenant, or any other individual so long as he has been du!y authorized. In other words; a

- candidate can also exercise this right on behalf of another owner just as the candidate can

vote for himself. More than one dwelling unit can authorize their voting rights to the same
proxy so long as the principle of 'One dwelling unit One Vote' is observed.

The proxy authorisation form must be accompanied by self attested photocopies of the
first two pages of the sale deed of the voter authorizing the proxy vote as proof of
identity and for signature verification. Proxy authorization, if not accompanied by the
required document shall be invalid.
